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Tu B'Shevat - the Original Earth Day

n Sunday, January 24th, we celebrated the original Earth Day with an afternoon dedicated to Tu B'Shevat, the

birthday of the trees! Tu B'Shevat, which is celebrated on the |5th of the Hebrew month of Shevat, originated as the

date for calculating the beginning of the growing season in biblical
times. It became known as Rosh Hashanah La'llanot, literally meaning the
New Year of the Trees. Today, the day is celebrated in Israel as an ecological
awareness day and trees are planted in celebration

We began the afternoon by exploring the history of the holiday, from biblical
times up to the modern day. We blessed and sampled some of the seven
fruits and grains found in the Torah that have become associated with Tu
B'Shevat: wheat, barley, grapes, figs, pomegranates, olives and dates. We also
learned about some of the trees that grow in Israel, and their importance and
symbolism in Israel today.

When we arrived at modern day Israel, we explored how Israel’s
technological innovations in both agriculture and water have improved not
only Israel, but the world at large. Further on in this newsletter, you will
find links to just a few of the many online videos demonstrating Israeli tech
advances in the field of agriculture.

In the last part of the event, we discussed actions already in process or
completed at the Congregation of Moses to reduce our environmental
footprint, future plans and what is being done in our local community. At

CoM, we have made our building more energy efficient by replacing the
roof with improved insulation and removing leaky skylights. We will also be
planting a rain garden with native Michigan plants in the front of the building
along Stadium Drive, to help absorb runoff from our roof and driveway and protect the local watershed. Lastly,a Green
Team is in formation at CoM — a group of volunteers who will come together to implement environmental change.

Locally, we heard about existing rain gardens in Kalamazoo protecting the Kalamazoo River, commmunity gardens planted in
abandoned or distressed lots around the city, the Imagine Kalamazoo Master Plan with extensive sustainability actions and the
Southwest Michigan Land Conservancy's free public areas for enjoyment of nature.

We ended the day by making a commitment to action over the next year in order make our Kalamazoo and CoM
communities greener and reduce our carbon footprint. The action items are: composting food scraps and yard waste,
growing some of your own fruits and vegetables, keeping the thermostat set to no less than 76 degrees for
cooling and no more than 68 degrees for heating, using reusable shopping bags during shopping trips, helping
to create the CoM Green Team, participating in the CoM Rain Garden project, limiting meat consumption,
purchasing environmentally friendly soaps and cleaning products, turning off the water when washing dishes,
shaving and brushing teeth, replacing burned out light bulbs with LED bulbs at work and home, buying locally
sourced fruits, vegetables and meats whenever possible, and attempting to limit driving or at least being more
efficient in driving habits.

Thank you to everyone who joined ourTu B'Shevat celebration and special thanks to everyone who volunteered to read
during the event.

This past month, the Social Action Committee hosted its
Tikkun Olam Talk about racism in the United States.We
reviewed the brief history of Jewish activism and race
relations (specifically of white Jews as that is my posi-
tionality) and then discussed questions, current events,
and personal stories of racism and anti-semitism. | am so
appreciative of those who came to the talk as it marks
another step in the road of anti-racism.

?| An Honor and a Privilege

I Often Say that | feel honored to be your School Director. There are lots of privileges that
come with this role—getting to watch our children learn, watching them year after year as they grow and develop,
being able to laugh and giggle at silly jokes that only a kid would tell. It's fun and | love it. It is sacred work that | do
for fun.

Lately | have felt this honor very deep in my soul as | sit and observe our high school class. This has been a very
difficult year for all of us in many different ways. We are all surviving in our own ways and | am able to watch our
school community support one another as we navigate these uncertain times.

In her own unique way, our high school teacher Steph Haft has guided her students to think deeply and critically
about the current events happening around us as they relate to the Jewish history and Jewish values in our high
school curriculum. As our country was trying to make sense of what happened in our capitol on January 6, Steph
guided her students through a discussion of Jewish life during the American Civil War. After a summer of civil un-
rest following the murder of George Floyd, the students had discussions about racial justice and policing in Amer-
ica. In late November, they learned about the factual history of the first Thanksgiving. Steph has skillfully timed her
lessons so that they coincide with what our students are experiencing and learning about in their everyday lives.
This year they have learned about the intersection of Judaism and the following topics: gender/sex/sexual orienta-
tion, body image/beauty, love, sexual assault, leadership, immigration, slavery, indigenous and black history, LGBTQ+
rights among others.

| sat down with the high school students recently to ask them to summarize their thoughts about this learning ex-
perience. | asked the students what was the biggest takeaway they had from class and they told me that they have
become aware that there are many different opinions that people have about the topics they have studied, and
they felt encouraged to develop their own personal opinions. They now see things in a different light or from a
different point of view because they have more information. Students found learning about how to have a healthy
relationship extremely helpful and were surprised to learn that gun rules vary from state to state. Students felt
learning about police brutality is important. A central theme stood out as the students talked about their learning.
Over and over in history, Jews were bystanders to horrific events (the Holocaust, slavery, etc.). Bystanders play a
pivotal role and can make a big difference in a difficult situation. The students recognize that they are bystanders in
many of the difficult events happening around them and how they choose to respond is important. They summa-
rized by saying that keeping peace in a world of hate and violence is an important Jewish value.
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When | asked the students what they learned in class that was the opposite of what they had learned previously,
the most common answers were that Jews owned slaves during the American Civil War and that the Thanksgiv-
ing story popular in our culture is not really what the first Thanksgiving was like. They were surprised to learn that
Jewish cultures in Africa and other parts of the world are very different, and they were also surprised to learn
about Jewish communities of color. Their knowledge of body and body health/eating, body image and gender iden-
tity changed as a result of the class discussions.

When | asked what is something that they learned that is not taught in secular school but they think should be,
their resounding answer was that their peers in secular school need to know everything they have learned! When
asked to choose the ONE topic they thought was important to be taught in secular school, the students all iden-
tified issues that involved mistreatment of individuals considered as “others” (e.g, slavery, LGBTQ+ rights, white
privilege and white supremacy). They agreed that these topics should be taught in order to prevent these injustic-
es from being repeated but one student said something that shook me to my core,“l cannot fathom having these
discussions in a typical school setting” Students agreed that controversial topics were avoided in their secular
schools and another student said, “...(it) would not be easy to focus and learn what we learn in these discussions
because | just feel this is a safe space here and at school | feel like it'd be very disrespectful.”

As | talked with the students, many of them shared that they felt safe in this class so | asked them what makes this
space feel safe! They told me that they felt safe because Jewish values were practiced here. People are kind and
listen to others. Steph has set these ground rules in her class and teaches her students how to practice them. It
makes the space feel safe. One student summarized by saying,“VWe have all been ... around one another in this
tight religious school community and there's a lot of personal respect between us, and that is the basis for the safe
nature of this group. We know we are all doing this together and we know each other”

| was impressed. We have taught them well. Parents and teachers over all of the years have done a good job.
These students respect one another. They feel a part of their Jewish community. They are thinking critically and
examining what is happening around them and relating it to the history and values of their people. There is hope
for our future as these young people grow up and take the lead.
